Itôs hard to believe that we are already going into a 

New Year; it seems like 2016 just started.  With win-

ter and our bikes put up until next spring, I would 

like to discuss something different. 

We live in Minnesota, so you know the drill - four to 

five months of heavy clothes, no riding, seeing your breath and generally freez-

ing outside. Sometimes, even elsewhere, Old Man Winter stops in for an unex-

pected visit. But beyond the inconvenience and discomfort, a winter storm or 

other severe weather conditions can cause real damage.  So, itôs best to be pre-

pared. Protecting your home is vital. A frozen water pipe can burst and flood your house or basement. An 

ice dam in your gutter can cause water to seep into and saturate an interior wall. 

Here are some things that we need to think to about: 

¶ During a winter storms, stay indoors and off the roads unless an emergency.  Let the road crews take 

care of the roads so they can get them ready for safe travel.   

¶ Avoid overexertion when shoveling snow. Itôs a serious workout, and going at it too hard can bring on a 

heart attack ī a major cause of death in the winter.  

¶ If you have a fireplace, keep the flue closed when you're not using it, plus make sure that the chimney 

has been cleaned.  Failure to do so could cause a chimney fire.  

¶ During cold spells, keep cabinet doors open to allow warm air to circulate around pipes, particularly 

those in the kitchen and bathrooms, especially if the area is on an outside wall. 

Hereôs what you need to do to prepare for the next winter storm. Some things you may want to think about 

are:  

¶ How are you going to heat your home?  Invest in a portable heater.  Opt for something thatôs approved 

for indoor use. If you have kids or pets, choose a heater that is cool to the touch and designed to shut 

off if it gets knocked over. 

¶ Decide how youôll cook during a power outage and buy the necessary supplies. You could use a hot 

plate plugged into a generator, a camp stove, an outdoor grill or a gas stove, if you have one.  

¶ If you have a cell-phone, ensure that it is fully charged prior to a winter storm.   

¶ Install a carbon monoxide detector on every level of your home. If you use natural gas in your home, 

get one that detects gas too. 

¶ Stock up on food for you and your pets. Make sure you have plenty of bottled water on hand, in case 

your water supply is interrupted 

¶ The main thing is to be prepared.  Think about what you may need in case the power is out for a long 

period of time so that you can be prepared.
